SUMMARY 
James Madison is perhaps America’s most enigmatic Founding 
Father, misunderstood by contemporaries and historians alike. But 
his political theory is incredibly rich, and when combined with his 
political career, can shed vision on his profoundly American vision 
of how politics was supposed to function. If we look carefully at 
Madison’s ideas and example, we can better understand how our 
own system is intended to work, and what we can do to make it 
work better.

Institute. He is the author of four books, most 
recently James Madison: America’s First Politician.
